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The AIHA is engaged in a systematic program to interact with government and the
media. The program has as its goal the development of regulations and legislation that
reflect good science and technology, and results in the maximum
protection of workers and the public. This would reflect the views of the members and
stakeholders of the AIHA. These results are achieved through pro-active development of
position statements and white papers, and the dissemination of those documents to the

government and media.

The Association is striving to make all stakeholder groups (labor, industry, academia and
government) included as equal partners in our efforts. Active interaction with
governmental groups (NIOSH, OSHA, EPA, state regulatory agencies, state legislatures) is
taking place on the basis of AIHA becoming a full partner in the process of government,
when that process is related to the anticipation, recognition, evaluation and control of

workplace hazards.

In 1993-94, priority issues include:professional regulation of industrial hygienists, generic
workplace exposure assessment, laberatory accreditation, OSHA reform, reinventing
NIOSH, indoor air quality, environmental lead, permissible exposure limits, the North
American Free Trade Agreement, ethics, pollution prevention and toxic use reduction, risk

assessment, extremely low frequency and magnetic fields, and ergonomies.
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
